The patient presents with continued complaints of dysuria and slight frequency over the past week. He was recently seen and given a prescription for Keflex, states it is not helping. He was having some discomfort in the right lower abdomen, now cleared. Mother states he has had two urinary tract infections and this is the third urinary tract infection; the last was about a year ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without definite tenderness. No CVA tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Urinalysis was clear. A culture was obtained to rule out obscured infection. Mother reports no genital irritation, inflammation or discharge.
IMPRESSION: Recurrent urinary tract infection.
PLAN: Given prescription for Bactrim to take for 10 days. Follow up with pediatrician. May need further urological workup as per pediatrician.
