This resulted in incarceration as a result of illegal activities to obtain funds to finances his habit. He stated after he was released from incarceration, he was again on the heroine and migrated to street drugs. He states he used whatever he can buy and states currently he is buying Suboxone from the streets. The patient states he is here to establish care so he can be treated appropriately and eventually getting off of these kind of medication completely.
The patient states he recently became a father has now married and has a job as a plumber.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: High blood pressure (untreated).
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies alcohol or tobacco use. Endorses drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 185/100. Repeat blood pressure is 150/96.
Pulse 93

Temperature 99.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

Urine drug screen reveals Suboxone. All other systems are negative. He did indicate that in his history that he buy Suboxone from the street.
The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about the protocol. We talk about our followup for procedure. Talked about drug screen and procedure. We talked about having obtained other medication including pain medication from other providers while in the program. He was given opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none. The patient indicated that he understands the protocol fully and intends to comply.
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
