CHIEF COMPLAINT: Red hot swollen medial thigh; right medial upper thigh swelling and redness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient works outside. He states that he may have been gotten bit by something that caused the swelling in the mid upper right thigh. The patient has had cellulitis in the past and has required hospitalization. This appears to be an early issue at this time and definitely does not require hospitalization.

He has been on Augmentin in the past with good results. He has stasis ulcers that cause the swelling and cellulitis to reoccur in his legs. The patient’s blood work, last blood test he had showed sugar to be normal. White count was elevated because of the fact that he had cellulitis at that time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Herniated disc and hypertension.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril for blood pressure and some kind of diuretic.
ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 391 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 71. Blood pressure 147/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash, but there is a cellulitic lesion noted right mid thigh. No evidence of abscess formation.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rocephin 1 g given now.

2. Come back tomorrow fasting for blood test.

3. We will give the patient another shot of Rocephin tomorrow.
4. We will check the white count that was elevated previously.

5. If he develops fever, chills or any other issues, he will go to the emergency room right away.

6. No evidence of DVT noted today.

7. Findings discussed with the patient at length.

8. Hypertension. Continue with current medication.

9. He will bring the dose of his medication tomorrow.
