PRESENT ILLNESS: Rash on the face for a few days, pruritic. Questionable contact to dog, may have some type of skin infection. The patient has a history of *__________* and also with history of insulin-dependent diabetes x months. History of bronchitis, questionable COPD. She states she smokes about a pack of cigarettes a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rales or rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash, possible sting. Chronic pain syndrome, with diabetes mellitus. 
PLAN: The patient given injection of dexamethasone and Medrol Dosepak with blood sugar compatible with diabetes at 152. The patient was advised to follow up as needed and encouraged to follow up with PCP. She states she is a vet and she goes there off and on. Follow up as needed.
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
