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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The serum creatinine is 1.4. The estimated GFR is 35. The patient does not have significant proteinuria. The activity of the urinary sediment, the presence of white blood cells, the patient has urinary tract infection and that has been chronic, is asymptomatic and it is related to the fact that she is self-catheterizing herself more than six times a day in order to empty the urinary bladder. She is completely asymptomatic.
2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under control.
3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.
4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.
We are going to reevaluate the case in six months.
