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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of some proteinuria associated to type II diabetes mellitus. The latest laboratory workup is dated back to July 24, 2023, in which the serum creatinine is 0.78, the BUN is 23, and the estimated GFR is 78 mL/min. The patient has normal serum electrolytes. The potassium is 4.1. The albumin creatinine ratio was slightly elevated at 100 and the protein creatinine ratio was 345 that was done in January 2023. We are going to repeat the evaluation of the protein, but so far, she continues to take the Kerendia 20 mg on daily basis.
2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.2.
3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. During the next assessment, we will check the T3, T4, and TSH.
4. Osteoporosis treated with Prolia infusion every six months.

5. Mixed hyperlipidemia. The patient is on simvastatin, is very well controlled. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
