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1. LH, 24-year-old young lady comes in complaining of pelvic pain. “My uterus exploded. I felt something pairing.” The patient had CBC, CMP, CT, UA and UDS which were negative. She was sent home with no medication. Given shot of Toradol. No prescriptions were given. There was no history taken regarding possible PID in a 24-year-old with pelvic pain. She did not answer the phone.

2. AH, 40-year-old with shortness of breath and cough. Blood pressure 189/105, came down to 130/85. Given breathing treatment. She has her own breathing treatment at the house. Her strep was positive. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with azithromycin. He states that Dr. O'Hearn was very kind she said that.

3. TP, 60-year-old with history of schizophrenia presents with possible allergic reaction and hearing voices as such. CBC, CMP, UA, and CT of the head negative. Diagnosed with anxiety. No one answered the phone. 

4. IR. 79-year-old male got up from a chair, got dizzy, fell, complaining of ankle, knee and neck pain. The foot x-ray was negative. Ankle x-ray showed an avulsion fracture of the medial malleolus. The patient had a CT scan of the head and spine which was negative. Blood pressure initially 194/79, came down to 180/84. No one answered the phone. The patient has a history of heart disease, coronary artery disease, coronary stent placement and angina. He was sent home with Tylenol No. 3. Please consider observation A. for increased blood pressure status post fall. B. Please consider cardiac and neurological evaluation including blood work and look in for any type of orthostasis in a 79-year-old status post fall. 
5. JJ, 59-year-old person with possible broken ribs. She fells at home. She went to an urgent care. She was not taking care of. Dr. O'Hearn did a CT of the abdomen and pelvis, 11th rib fracture and L1-L2 transverse fractures were noted. The patient also had a thyroid nodule, increased liver and spleen size. She was very happy with the care. She states they got me right in and they ordered a CAT scan and help me with my pain. She is on Tylenol No. 3 right now. She is going to see her primary care physician and possibly get a referral to an orthopedist. No other mention of other findings were made but she is going to talk to an orthopedist regarding splenomegaly, hepatomegaly, and thyroid nodule. Overall, she was very happy.
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6. LY, 74-year-old with falling at home and hit her head and passed out. She had a 1 cm scalp laceration which was closed. CT of the head was negative. Her number stated that she is not taking phone calls at this time. No blood work were done in this 74-year-old status post fall. She fell over her dog and that was a reason for her fall.
7. CK, is a 79-year-old comes into change catheter. Minimal symptoms. No fever. Minimal UTI symptoms. Urine culture and sensitivity were done and placed on Cipro, was happy with the care received. 

8. LB, 67-year-old. The chart has right knee pain and left shoulder pain. Dr. O'Hearn states chest pain. The patient was worked up both for chest pain, knee and hip pain. X-rays were done. CT were done of the hip. Cardiac workup was negative. The patient was diagnosed with hip pain and atypical chest pain, but the cardiologist was not called. Once again, any one with over 35 years of age with chest pain, cardiology must be called and there are two different chief complaints in the chart as I mentioned. The workup was appropriate.

9. BF, 36-year-old with kidney pain left without being seen. I could not get the hold of the patient to ask why.

10. EC, 66-year-old gentleman with chronic chest wall pain and chronic lower extremity edema, was given Toradol, aspirin, Zofran, and morphine sulfate. White count 10000. Cardiac workup negative. Urinalysis negative. D-dimer negative. BNP negative, COVID testing negative. Doppler study negative. Apparently, the patient was asking for Dilaudid and since everything was negative, the patient was sent home. He was upset that they did not keep him. They told him *__________* even though my blood pressure was initially 179/135. No CT of the chest was done and his blood pressure today is 120/79. States pain and edema were both chronic. The patient is going to see his PCP regarding the chronic edema today. The patient was seen by the NURSE PRACTITIONER.

11. TR, is a 35-year-old with spotting during pregnancy, she is six weeks pregnant. OB ultrasound was done last week. HCG and CBC negative. The patient was sent home, bleeding less today, doing fine. The patient was also seen by the nurse practitioner. She was happy with the care received. 
12. DM, is a 21-year-old with abdominal pain. *__________* could not get a hold of the patient to see how her pain is doing today. She had left a bad number in the ER. Consider CT scan in all patients with abdominal pain despite normal abnormal other labs. 
13. AT, 45-year-old with a 3 cm right finger laceration which was closed and phone states that the patient is too busy to answer the phone.
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
