Thank you for this referral.

Ericka is a very pleasant 42-year-old female. She comes here for preop evaluation for recently planned cosmetic surgery.

SYMPTOMS: She does not have any symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient will be having some plastic surgery done with Dr. Vennemeyer. However in her history, she was found to have anemia and neutropenia on recent evaluation on 07/13 and that is the reason for this referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of C-section x2 in the past. The patient has two children.

MENSTRUAL PERIOD: Last period was on July 11. Her periods are regular every four weeks and moderate.

FAMILY HISTORY: Her father did have diabetes, hypertension, and prostate cancer. Sister did have anemia.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient did report to have anemia off and on since 2019 when her WBC count and hemoglobin was low when it was checked by her primary care Dr. Obbink John and she was then sent to a hematologist in Fort Worth and the patient was told by her primary care physician according to her that no significant abnormality was seen.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 152 pounds, and blood pressure 116/67.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC count 2.5, hemoglobin 10.4, MCV 71, and RDW 15.8. Her CMP was unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia.

2. Anemia looking like iron deficiency.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will recheck CBC, iron, ferritin, and CMP. We will try to get the record from her previous hematologist once available we can make further recommendations.
