The patient presents with history of falling at home prior night, complains of left back and rib pain.

PRESENT ILLNESS: He states he fell to left lateral chest last night, complains of pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
FAMILY HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 3+ tenderness to the left lateral rib cage and left flank. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Contusion to left chest without rib fracture after reviewing x-rays.

PLAN: The patient was advised to take over-the-counter Advil. He was given Toradol 60 mg IM for pain. Follow up in three days to monitor progress.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Contusion left chest without rib fractures as above.
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
