Mrs. Felder is a 43-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2018. She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day and glipizide 10 mg once daily. Her diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy. She also reports symptoms of blurry vision. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, this is uncontrolled and her glycemic sugars have been averaging greater than 200. She was at the Advent Emergency Room with blood sugar trending greater than 300 and then was discharge and recommended to have followup regarding her diabetes management and as a result I will adjust diabetes regimen and place her on basal insulin, Tresiba 20 units once a day, and continue metformin 1000 mg twice daily and increase glipizide 10 mg twice a day and I will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, this is uncontrolled and therefore we will add nifedipine 10 mg once daily in addition which is already taking, which is lisinopril 10 mg twice a day. She was asked to monitor her blood pressure and bring a record with her during her followup visit.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

4. Followup with labs related to hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.
