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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 65-year-old white female that has a history of CKD stage IIIA that is most likely associated to a combination of factors including diabetes mellitus, arterial hypertension, morbid obesity, and hyperlipidemia. The patient continues to have a serum creatinine of 1.1, the BUN is 19 and the estimated GFR is 52 without evidence of significant proteinuria. The determination of protein in the urine is 9 and the creatinine is 85 which is pretty close to 100 mg in 24 hours which is within normal range.

2. The patient has morbid obesity. She has lost significant amount of weight from 292 pounds to 277 pounds which is 15 pounds.
3. The patient was found with uterine cancer, hysterectomy was performed and radiation therapy was given three times. The patient continues with a followup with the oncology.

4. The patient has type II diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c is 8.5. The patient was stressed about the need to control the blood sugar. The main concern is the fact that she cannot move because she has some pathology in the left lower extremity. The patient is wearing a boot. She cannot cook and she has been there eating sandwich most of the time. The patient was stressed about the need to change the eating habits and going to the low-sodium and plant-based diet and a fluid restriction of 50 ounces in 24 hours.

5. The patient was complaining of a rash that was studied by the dermatologist. After the biopsy was done, the interpretation was lepromatous leprosy. This patient was evaluated by Infectious Diseases and she has been referred to the Center of Leprosy in Miami; the appointment is in 48 hours. In regards to the followup, we are going to encourage the patient to come in three months in order to be able to help her more efficiently. The patient is going to be seen with the lab results and hopefully we have an answer for the treatment regarding the lepromatous leprosy.
