ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. EGD.

2. Snare cautery polypectomy, biopsies.

INDICATIONS: History of stomach polyp.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. 1 cm of polyp in the fundus of the stomach.

2. Few polyps seen in the fundus and body of the stomach.

3. Otherwise normal EGD.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Second portion of the duodenum.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, esophagus, stomach, and into the second portion of the duodenum without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the fundus.

FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus, there is small hiatal hernia present.

3. Stomach, in the fundus there is pedunculated polyp about 1 cm removed by snare cautery polypectomy and removed by Roth net. There is also few other diminutive polyps in the body and fundus of the stomach, biopsies were taken. Antrum and body of the stomach otherwise appeared normal.
4. Duodenum D1 and D2 appeared normal.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Antireflux measures.

3. Avoid NSAIDs.

4. Monitor clinically.

5. Repeat EGD in one year to follow up on stomach polyps.
