Thank you for referring Mr. Mohamed Ahmed for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently treated for severe herpes zoster ophthalmicus. The patient was treated successfully with IV acyclovir followed by oral Valtrex.

The patient still complains of moderately severe symptoms including burning pain and tearing of the affected eye. The patient has no visual deficits. No evidence of any corneal abrasion. The patient has been seen by ophthalmology.

At this point, treatment is symptomatic. No antiviral therapy is indicated. The patient will be treated with pregabalin 75 mg p.o. b.i.d. p.r.n. for pain. The patient will follow up in one month’s time.
