Dear Dr. Bains:

Thank you for referring Mr. Mandar Amdar for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently tested for TB using QuantiFERON Gold method and was found to be positive. The patient denies any history of active tuberculosis.

The patient is currently being treated with mesalamine for ulcerative colitis and is being evaluated for possible biological agent. At this time, the patient has no respiratory symptoms. No fever. No signs of any systemic infection. Complete review of labs has been done. The patient has been sent for a chest x-ray.

If the chest x-ray is negative and the patient has no other contraindications, the patient will be placed on a three-month regimen of INH (isoniazid) plus rifampin with vitamin B6 for three months. Risks and possible side effects have been discussed with the patient in detail. The chest x-ray will be done and will be forwarded to your attention. The patient will return for followup labs and will follow up with you in a short interval.

IMPRESSION: Latent TB, no signs of active infection. Excellent candidate for prophylaxis with INH and rifampin for three months. The patient will follow up with you for evaluation and treatment of ulcerative colitis with initiation of biological agents if necessary.
