History: Mr. Dods is a 54-year-old white male who is still smoking. He has sinus congestion and cough. He has fine expiratory wheezing and he is here for that. He states he uses only Trelegy once. I have advised him when his asthma gets bad, he can use the Trelegy one puff in the evening too. He has a history of atrial fibrillation and he is on the medicines as per cardiologist on Eliquis. His medication list reconciled. He states he gets suicidal thoughts if he takes Chantix. He states the nicotine patches give him headaches. He states it is his mind though he has cut it down, but he has not stopped completely. I did EKG that shows sinus bradycardia. So, his atrial fibrillation is sort of controlled. We did pulmonary function tests on him last in March 2022. It has been more than one year and we scheduled pulmonary function tests on him and then we will see him in the office in a month.
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
