History: Mr. Lewis was seen today. Mr. Lewis has history of malignant cysts of his kidneys that were sort of frozen at MD Anderson. He has:

1. Long-standing type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
He has good pulses in his feet. He does have some diabetic neuropathy. His last A1c was fair at 6.6. We are following his kidney function because he has developed some new cysts on his kidney. They are being followed at MD Anderson. His serum creatinine increased from 1.34 to 1.39 and I told the patient it is about the same or slightly increased, but no medication change at this time. He has seen Dr. Vasudev, a nephrologist who has ordered all the tests related to abnormal kidney function that include PTH, phosphorus and others and all of them are within normal limits. I have ordered today a CMP and an A1c. His hemoglobin is also 13.5 and is doing good. Repeat CMP and A1c ordered and he will be seen in the office in a month.
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
