History: Mr. Nash had a telehealth visit today. The patient’s chart and previous visits reviewed. The patient states he has cataracts in both eyes and he is going to see Dr. Krishna Shanmugam, the eye doctor, for a cataract evaluation for surgery. I told him he is on Plavix clopidogrel which is a blood thinner as well as on aspirin that he must take all the medicines with him to the eye doctor and maybe he can withhold the medicine for three to five days depending on what his protocol is before any eye surgery. The patient states he is going to need both eye surgeries done and he will need the cataract surgery. The second thing is I had the patient take out all his medicine bottles. He is on atorvastatin. He is on Plavix. Lisinopril caused him cough. So, he is not on lisinopril, but he is also off midodrine. He is not taking midodrine because the wife also looked up all the medicines that he is currently on and he is not on that. So, we are going to discontinue that. The patient states he had a quadruple bypass done in January 2023. He is doing well with no chest pain and no shortness of breath. The patient had a stool iFOB done in May 2022. A Cologuard test will be sent on him. He will be seen in the office or another telehealth visit in a month.
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
