History: Mr. Goodson was seen today. He had come to me originally with history of fatigue. We did extensive blood work and no evidence of any kidney problem or liver problem or blood sugar problem. His A1c was good. His sed rate was good. They did not do the HIV test yet, but he has no evidence of hepatitis C. His cholesterol, lipid panel, everything was good. The only abnormality in the blood test was slightly low vitamin D3 levels and I gave him samples of Replesta 50,000 IU to take one capsule a month to improve his D3 levels. I told him that all the problems start in the gut and he stated that yes he feels sometimes that there is some sort of dysfunctionality in his abdomen for that reason. Because he vapes, I have decided to do a chest x-ray and a complete abdominal ultrasound. I have told him which number to call and go and get it done. In the meantime, I have given him Core Cleanser which has prebiotic and probiotic and see if that helps his abdomen. I told him otherwise we may have to just try some vitamin B12 injections and see if his fatigue gets better. I may send him to GI consult if I do not find anything in the ultrasound.
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
