History: Mr. Tippett was seen today. Mr. Tippett had a bypass surgery done in March 2023. He was having some pain in his left upper quadrant and today he tells me he feels that the big frontier truck he drives has lot of jolts when he is driving around and that may be causing his pain. He has no dyspepsia. He has no right-sided abdominal pain. He is not constipated. In view of these, then I had ordered the complete abdominal ultrasound. The complete abdominal ultrasound showed no splenomegaly. Liver was normal. Kidneys were normal, but he does have some gallstones, but there is no evidence for the stone stuck or he needs to do something else. We discussed that if he has any pain along with fever and chills, he needs to go to ER. He states currently he is not interested in doing a gallbladder surgery, he barely had his heart surgery and currently he is asymptomatic. I told him that fried foods make gallbladder worse, so he is going to stay away from fried chicken and pizza. He states it is time for him to take some time out and relax and he is going to see me in the office in a month.
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
