Thank you very much for this referral.

This 72-year-old white female who does not smoke or drink. She is here for evaluation of recently discovered low WBC count.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient recently has moved to nursing home at ______________ nursing home on June 23, 2023. The patient had an evaluation on 06/14, where a CBC showed WBC count of 1.9 and her platelet also were low at 103. During that period, she also had some petechia so she is here for further evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of no major illnesses but she was told that she is dementia recently she was started on some new medications to which she had some reaction so she is off of it now. She did have bilateral knee replacement in past and also hysterectomy. She had a cyst removed from the breast few years ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 72-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 166 pounds, and blood pressure today is high at 221/101. However, the patient says that she never had high blood pressure recheck showed blood pressure of 160/90.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of neutropenia and thrombocytopenia.

2. History of petechia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC to see what is her count today since the last one I have is from six weeks ago once available we can make further recommendations at this point, which is not clear why she would have neutropenia and thrombocytopenia.
