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1. AV, 15-year-old young lady complains of knee pain.  X-ray is negative. Toradol helped. Naprosyn given. Phone is disconnected.

2. JP, 49-year-old male comes in with right-sided abdominal pain. Given Zofran, Toradol and Rocephin after noted to have hematuria, mild renal insufficiency, creatinine 1.4. CT showed right-sided renal stone with mild hydronephrosis. Blood pressure was initially elevated. The patient apparently passed the stone in the emergency room. He was sent home with Tylenol No. 3 and Macrobid, in no pain and since the patient had passed the stone, I believe Dr. A decided to send the patient home and have the patient follow up with his doctor for a repeat CT and BUN and creatinine. No one answered at the patient’s residence.

3. JC, 50-year-old with nausea and abdominal discomfort. Blood pressure 160/80. The patient was given morphine sulfate, Zofran, and Protonix. CT showed normal liver and gallbladder. Blood sugar 225. Liver function test elevated. Blood pressure 160/80, has not been on any medication. Dr. A put the patient on losartan for blood pressure, Jardiance and glipizide for diabetes, Protonix and Zofran for nausea and it was told to find the physician, a PCP and was sent home. No one answered at the patient’s residence.

4. BF, 65-year-old with neck pain. Blood pressure initially elevated, came down during the ER visit. Given Toradol 60 mg. CT scan showed lots of bone, muscle, ligament issues and osteophytes to boot. The patient was very happy with the care. Pain is much better. Sent home with Motrin and Flexeril.
5. BB, 75-year-old woman with increased blood pressure 193/112. Given clonidine, irbesartan, hydrochlorothiazide, came down to 120/49. Cardiac workup was negative. EKG and chest x-ray negative. The patient was sent by another physician’s office in the area. The patient was given the prescription for irbesartan and hydrochlorothiazide before discharge. The patient responded well. She was very appreciative of the care she received.

6. KN, 74-year-old white female with foot pain, on Xarelto. Dr. A avoided nonsteroidal Toradol. The patient’s x-rays were negative. Given Norco 10/325 mg in the ER. Sent home with diclofenac cream and Flexeril. Left message.
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7. KK, 15-year-old young lady with infected umbilicus. She was treated with clindamycin. Sent home with Naprosyn and clindamycin. Mother feels like Dr. A should have explained things to them more. The lesion already looks better.

8. JB, is a 36-year-old with foot pain after took a fall at home off the porch. Given Norco in the ER. X-ray is negative. Sent home with Flexeril and Motrin. No one answered his phone.

9. SL, 58-year-old male with calf pain. He started running after his dog and felt a very painful stabbing sensation in his calf. The patient was told to get an MRI. Ace wrap was applied. Minimal activity. Norco 10/325 mg was given and apparently MRI was scheduled, he left. He did not answer the phone when I called.

10. RE, 43-year-old male with chin laceration, treated with tetanus, Rocephin and laceration was closed. Sent home with Naprosyn and Bactroban. No one answered the phone.

11. WP, 59-year-old with hypertension, coronary artery disease, carotid stenosis, presents with chest pain and low blood pressure. The patient noted to have pulmonary edema. CT scan showed hilar adenopathy. White count 13,000. Cardiac workup negative. EKG negative. Given azithromycin in the emergency room and transferred to St. Luke’s because of his chest x-ray and CT findings of pulmonary edema. He was treated with aspirin, Protonix, and azithromycin as I said. No one answered the phone at home.

12. MD, 49-year-old male with low back pain and shoulder pain status post MVA, treated with Toradol. X-ray is negative. Sent home with Motrin and Flexeril.

13. PW, 33-year-old female status post MVA; passenger. C-spine and L-spine negative. UPT negative. She is complaining of neck and back pain. She was sent home with Motrin, Flexeril and given Motrin and Flexeril in the emergency room as well. The phone number that was left was a bad number.
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
