HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today. Apparently, there is some allergic type rash all over her face. She does not know the exact origin. The patient was at her mother’s house with the kids several days earlier and they were playing outside in a ditch and she and two other sisters came back in with this rash, all over her face, she does not really describe it as being highly pruritic, but another sibling has been scratching quite a bit as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and five other siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No involvement. Normal presentation. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

FACE: Returning to the facial features, there is a, urticaria hive type reaction across the bridge of the nose under the eyes and along the forehead and cheeks.

Some involvement on the anterior neck as well.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Histamine type reaction, urticaria, hives, and allergic dermatitis of unknown cause.

2. The patient will be given triamcinolone 0.025% to be applied b.i.d., 30 g and also hydroxyzine 10 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. x5 days, 50 mL. They are going to give plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if this is not improving.
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
