SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. She has a generalized weakness but she has no chest pain or shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. She does have chronic back pain but get relief with giving medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Pain and aches.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/63, pulse 70, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Diminished breath sounds at the bases. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: She does have an edema but no calf tenderness. Trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

LABS: Sodium 134, potassium 3.9, chloride 94, CO2 34, BUN 22, creatinine 1.1, WBC count 5.6, hemoglobin 11, and hematocrit 36.2.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with deconditioning and generalized weakness.

2. AKI with CKD.

3. Status post respiratory failure.
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4. History of PE and DVT.

5. Compression fracture of L2.

6. Diabetes mellitus.

7. Coronary artery disease.

8. History of TIA and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Continue physical therapy. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff and all the medication reviewed by me.
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
