The patient seen today for followup at the nursing rehab.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. No headache. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. He is adjusting very well to physical therapy in the rehab unit and has no other complaint today.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, oriented x3, cooperative, and very pleasant male.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/70, pulse 63, temperature 97.4, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Left eye is blind from the old trauma.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed. Urinalysis unremarkable. Sodium 145, potassium 4.1, glucose 76, BUN 14, creatinine 0.9, WBC count 10.0, hemoglobin 11, and hematocrit 39.5.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted to subacute rehab because of fall and ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Swelling right lower extremity.

3. SIRS.

4. Rhabdomyolysis.

5. Atrial fibrillation.

6. Lactic acidosis status post hypoxic episode while in the hospital but not at the rehab.
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7. History of sacral pressure ulcer.

8. Hypertension.

9. Coronary artery disease.

10. History of CHF with reduced ejection fraction.

11. History of left eye blindness secondary to trauma many years ago.

PLAN: I have reviewed all his medications. We will continue the same. Physical therapy is adjusting very well. Electrolyte and CBC will be monitored. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
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
