The patient complains of body chills, congestion, headaches with COVID test and flu test done. 
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, sore throat, and flu-like symptoms for the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She states she has had a history of bronchial dysplasia on oral feeding tube as an infant as before.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. She works in day care.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had COVID, flu and strep screening done all of which were normal. Type flu B was positive.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Tamiflu with followup as needed.
