I had the pleasure to see Sadashiv today for initial evaluation for seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is an 83-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter-in-law.  According to the daughter-in-law, the patient has seizure since 1981.  The patient has been taking seizure medications in India for 20 years.  The patient has been very well controlled.  He has not had any seizures until September 2020.  The patient had seizure.  The patient was added Phenobarbital and Keppra.  The patient is taking these medications from India.  The patient denies any side effects.  He has not had any more seizures since then.  Denies any sleepiness, drowsiness or sedation.  They request to refill these medications in America.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. Seizure disorder.

2. High blood pressure.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

1. Cataract surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Phenobarbital 30 mg, one pill in the morning and half a pill at night.

2. Keppra 500 mg one to twice a day.
3. Amlodipine.

4. Metoprolol.
5. Aspirin.
6. Atorvastatin.

7. Prazosin.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
Mother and siblings have high blood pressure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has hearing problems, muscle pain, numbness and tingling.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
Diagnostic test and brain MRI, was done recently on August 18, 2023.  It shows no acute intracranial abnormalities such as acute ischemia, mass effect and hydrocephalus.  There is no intracranial hemorrhage.  It did show mild mitral angioplasty white matter disease.
IMPRESSION

1. Seizure disorder.  The patient has seizure disorder since 1981.  The patient has been taking seizure medications from India.  The patient at the last seizure was in September 2020.  The patient was added Phenobarbital and Keppra.  The patient has not had any seizures since then.
2. I would like to continue to increase the Keppra dosage.  Once he stabilize on the Keppra dosage, we will slowly take her off of the Phenobarbital.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. We will increase the Keppra to 1000 mg twice a day.
2. We will continue to Phenobarbital at the same dosage at 30 mg in the morning and 15 mg at night.  Once he stabilized on Keppra, we will very slowly taper down the Phenobarbital.
3. I will recommend the patient found the on August 28, 2023.
