CHIEF COMPLAINT
Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 65-year-old female, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the caregiver.  The patient has history of head injury from a gunshot wound when she was 15-year-old.  It resulted in right hemiparesis or right paralysis, however, the patient has been having seizure since then.  The last seizure was two weeks ago.  The patient usually has seizures two times a month.  The patient is taking five seizure medications.  The patient is still having seizures.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. Intellectual disability.

2. Seizure disorder.

3. Right hemiparesis.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Chronic pain.

6. High blood pressure.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Lamictal 125 mg twice daily.

2. Keppra 750 mg pills two pills b.i.d.

3. Vimpat 200 mg one pill twice a day.

4. Lyrica 15 mg one pill twice a day.

5. Gabapentin 300 mg pills two pills t.i.d.
ALLERGIES
The patient has skin rash.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient is a former smoker.  The patient quit smoking six months ago.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient formally used cocaine.
FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical condition.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has muscle pain, joint pain, tingling and numbness.

IMPRESSION

1. History of seizure disorder. The patient is taking five seizure medications and he is still having seizures.  Last seizure was two weeks ago.  According to the caretaker, the patient has frequent seizures.

2. History of gunshot wound to the head, resulted in the right-sided hemiparesis 15-year-old.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Given the patient he is still having seizures on five different seizure medications, I will refer the patient this time for epilepsy clinic.  The patient tells me that she is seeing Pain Clinic for the right-side of the pain.
2. I will refill all her seizure medications including Lamictal, Keppra, Vimpat, Lyrica, and gabapentin.
3. Explained to the caregiver that I would refer her to the Standford epilepsy clinic.
