CHIEF COMPLAINT
History of stroke.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 77-year-old male, with chief complaint of stroke.  The patient tells me that he had a stroke on May 24, 2023.  The patient on that day suddenly had orientation problem.  His right side is not able to work.  His right-side is not able to write.  Lasted for few hours.  The patient was seen at Stanford ValleyCare Medical Center.  The patient was diagnosed with stroke.  The patient has had CT scan over there.  The patient was started on statin medication and blood pressure medication.  His symptoms lasted a few hours and then it resolved completely. The patient is not able to get an MRI because he is got a metal spinal stimulator.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. The patient has history of possible stroke on May 24, 2023.
2. Hernia surgery.
3. LASIK surgery, knee surgery, endoscopy, colonoscopy, and left wrist surgery.
ALLERGIES
The patient is allergic to CYCLOSPORINE and CEPHALOSPORIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is divorced with two children.  The patient is retired.  The patient quit smoking 31 years ago.  The patient drinks alcohol on social basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
Father has heart disease and mother has liver disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient is hearing problems, heartburn, and acid reflux symptoms.
IMPRESSION

1. Stroke like symptoms, May 24, 2023, with right-sided hemiparesis.  He was not able to write with the right hand.  He was not able to use the right hand.  The symptoms lasted a few hours.  The patient was seen at ValleyCare Medical Center.  The patient was diagnosed with stroke based on the CT scan.  Since the symptoms recovered.  The patient tells me that his symptoms recovered after few hours.  The patient is not able to obtain brain MRI because of the metal spinal stimulator.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. I explained the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. I will recommend the patient continue to take enteric coated aspirin 81 mg per day.  Explained the patient stroke prevention medications, explained to the patient common side effects including stomach upset and ulcer.
3. Continue to atorvastatin 80 mg per day.  Continue amlodipine and blood pressure medication.
4. The patient is not able to obtain a brain MRI because he has got a metal spinal stimulator.
5. Explained to the patient common signs and symptoms for an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
6. Explained the patient go to the nearest emergency room if he develops any other signs and symptoms.
