Dear Dr. Mancao:

I had the pleasure to see Nikita today for initial evaluation for seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 25-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  The patient tells me that he has been having seizure disorder since 21-year-old.  The patient tells me that he was using significant amount of alcohol when he was 21-year-old.  He is still having seizures.  The patient tells me that he has discontinued using alcohol.  The patient tells me that he is not taking alcohol anymore.  However, he still has a seizure recently.  That was because if he forgot to take his Keppra.  He tells me that when he is taking Keppra, he has no seizures otherwise.  He has not had the seizure for four years prior to that when he was taking his seizure medication.  He denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia. He would like to continue to take his Keppra.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. Seizure disorder.

2. Anxiety and OCD.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Keppra 750 mg XR two pills at night.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient does not have any children.  The patient is in OCD disorder.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient is not using illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical condition.
IMPRESSION

Seizure disorder since he was in 21-year-old.  The patient was using a lot of alcohol.  When he stopped using the alcohol, the patient started having seizures.  The patient had not been drinking alcohol.  However, a week ago, he had seizure because he stopped taking Keppra.  The patient tells me that when he is taking Keppra for the last four years, he did not have seizures.  It was only until a week ago, because he stopped taking seizure medication then he had a seizure.  I suspect the patient probably have withdrawal seizure.  He might have history of alcohol withdrawal seizures.  Now probably he has stopped taking the seizure medication, he went into withdraw seizure.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. The patient would like to continue taking his seizure medication.  I would prescribe the patient Keppra XR 750 mg pills, two pills at night.
2. Explained the patient should not be driving for next three months.
3. Recommend the patient followup on September 25, 2023.  Explained the patient if he has seizure again he needs to let me know.
