The patient is seen with complaints of sore right cheek for the past three days with some tenderness. Denies being bitten, increasing pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted to be slightly indurated, inflamed lesion to right cheek approximately 6 to 7 mm in diameter with early fluctuance suspected. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Remainder of skin within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Abscess formation, right face, suspect infected follicle.
PLAN: The patient was offered Rocephin injection, but refused. He was given prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline for possible staph. Continue with moist heat, topical care and to follow up with PCP next week if not clearing or here if not able to get in to see PCP.
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
