NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. Abscess, large, right hip, removed, packing today.

PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained. The packing was removed without any difficulty.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. His groin lymphadenopathy is much better.

2. No more nausea.

3. Abdominal pain he had before is resolved.

4. He will finish the antibiotic, take with yogurt and medication, so he would not have diarrhea. He understands my instruction.
