HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Buchanan is a 50-year-old gentleman who recently was referred to Millennium Oncology because of his increased H&H as well as calcium.

He recently has had full workup done including CT of his chest and PTH level. He has been ruled out for parathyroid adenoma, lung cancer, and his medications were changed.
He is here today because he is feeling anxious. He quit smoking. He complains of itchy and not sleeping and overall feeling anxious off cigarettes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, low testosterone, hypogonadism, and gastroesophageal reflux.
MEDICATIONS: He takes Xarelto 2.5 mg b.i.d., Norvasc, and Procardia and another blood pressure medication which his wife is going to call me when they get home.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does drink from time to time. He does not smoke any longer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 166 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 95. Blood pressure 120/50.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. The patient’s rash comes and goes when he gets anxious.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypercalcemia under the care of Millennium Oncology. 
2. Low testosterone. Last testosterone was 200 mg at Millennium Oncology. We will start him on testosterone supplementation. His wife gives him an injection 200 mg/1 cc, it is 10 cc bottle, 0.5 cc every two weeks.
3. Atarax 25 mg p.r.n. for itching.

4. Wellbutrin 150 mg b.i.d.

5. Check PSA.
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6. Check testosterone level after he has been on the medication for a month.

7. Under the care of the oncologist as I mentioned.
8. Wife will bring his regular medication.

9. Hypercalcemia per oncology.

10. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
