Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Lombard with advanced renal failure, hypertension, already has an AV fistula on the left-sided.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Has lost few pounds.  Appetite is down.  Some nausea, no vomiting, some problems swallowing the PhosLo, phosphorus binders.  He thinks that pharmacy has changed suppliers and he looks different bigger.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No decrease in urination.  No edema.  No syncope.  Denies dyspnea, purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies chest pain or palpitations.  No orthopnea or PND.  No pruritus.

Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  Noticed losartan, HCTZ, and phosphorus binder PhosLo.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 150, blood pressure 146/70.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  No gross JVD.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No pericardial rub, no ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 3.6 very slowly progressive, GFR 16, low sodium 136, upper potassium 4.9.  Normal acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus at 4.9.  Ferritin 204, saturation 30%.  Anemia 9.9. Normal white blood cell platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV to V, probably early symptoms of uremia, has an AV fistula on the left brachial area, well developed without stealing syndrome, anemia treatment with Aranesp every two weeks.  Iron levels appropriate, phosphorus in the upper side discussed about diet and continue present binders.  He eventually will do CAPD that will be placed by surgeon about 10 days of allowing to heal and then start education, training that he can do it at home.  Surgeon Dr. Bonacci, he will discuss with him about it.  He will keep me posted about his symptoms.  He will do chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six weeks or early as needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
