Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Lightner comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has noted that she has had a constriction of her peripheral vision for many years and carries a diagnosis of retinitis pigmentosa. She states that she was diagnosed with the disease at birth. She has a history of working in retail, but stopped in 2020 because of the pandemic. She states that she has not returned to work because she “does not feel like going back to work”. She states that she has difficulties with peripheral vision which makes it hard for her to avoid hazards in her environment. As well, she states that she is sensitive to headlights and sunlight. She has not had eye surgery. She denies eye trauma. She does not use eye drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –0.50 x 170 on the right and –1.00 –0.50 x 180 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.00 measures 20/30 on the right and 20/40 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 20 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild peripheral opacities in the lenses. Otherwise, the media are clear. The fundus examination shows diffuse peripheral bone-spicule pigmentation on both sides. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on both sides. The vessels are attenuated. The optic nerve heads are pink and the margins are sharp.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic perimeter with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows less than 2 degrees of horizontal field with each eye. There is severe constriction of the fields and this is supported by the examination.
Assessment:
1. Retinitis pigmentosa.

2. Myopia.

Ms. Lightner has clinical findings that are consistent with the history and examination. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. As well, one would expect her to have difficulties reading because of the severe constriction of the visual fields. She can read small print and distinguish between small objects. Her prognosis is poor.
