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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Naji comes in to the Detroit office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of loss of a vision. He states that he had a brain tumor removed in 2020. Afterwards, he suffered from a loss of vision on his right side. He is unaware of objects as they approach him from the right. He does not feel safe navigating his environment because he is not aware of the right side of his visual field. As well, he states that he has difficulties reading because when he reads from left to right he cannot go past the midline on the right side. He does not use eye drops. He has not had surgery to his eyes.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20. This is at distance and near, without correction. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type perimeter with a kinetic strategy and a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 55 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 75 degrees of horizontal field on the left. All of the visual fields are on the left side as the pattern shows a right-sided hemi-anopia.

Assessment:
1. Visual field defect.

_______ and avoid hazards, at least as far as they are approaching him from the left side. With vision therapy, it is likely that he can learn to maximize the visual fields that he has so as to be more comfortable in his environment and be able to function better in the workplace. His prognosis is stable.
