History: Mr. Ramirez has some lung nodules in 2020 and was advised CAT scan of the chest. The patient had a CT angiogram done and there was no report of lung cancer on that. The patient goes to the emergency room and cardiology at Scott & White Clinic. He is a previous smoker. He has:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Noncompliant.

5. Congestive heart failure.
I had ordered another chest x-ray on him in June 2023 that Dr. Ali Khan had read, but he did not comment on the lung nodules. So, I called him personally today and talked to him to review the x-ray and let me know if he still saw the nodules or not and he did tell me today that he does see nodules; however, he told me that whenever there is suspicion of lung cancer they do not order chest x-ray, they order CT scan of the lung low dose. Here, the question was totally different. The question here was a chest x-ray done at Scott & White Clinic read by the radiologist, stated big lung nodules metastatic or primary lung cancer suspected and suggest CT scan of the lungs. So, there was no question to order low-dose CT. I had got to the repeat the chest x-ray when I was made aware of the lung nodules by the Scott & White records. So, I wanted to repeat the chest x-ray to see what happened to the nodules. After taking to Dr. Ali Khan, the radiologist at the hospital today, it was determined that the patient should get a CT scan of the chest with contrast and that means the patient needs to get a BUN and a creatinine done prior to the CT.
