History: Ms. Kellar is in her 80s and was found to have adenocarcinoma of the colon. Interestingly, the patient states her daughter also had a colonoscopy and was found to have colon cancer at the same location in colon as she did, but she is much younger. She had a surgery done with resection of tumor and is going to get twice a month chemotherapy. The patient has chronic pain and takes tramadol for pain relief. The patient states after the heart surgery she had to be hospitalized again for rapid heart rate and was found to be in rapid atrial fibrillation. The patient saw Dr. Toth for the AFib and the rate is much better controlled. Because of the chemotherapy and interactions between flecainide and chemotherapy drugs, she was not given flecainide, but was given amiodarone 100 mg a day, which she is continuing. EKG today shows sinus bradycardia, nonspecific ST-T changes. So, I checked Texas PMP. The patient has had chronic back pain for a long time and now she has had the cancer surgery. So, she has multiple issues happening. I do not suspect any abuse. I got her started on tramadol usually 90 pills last her two or three months. Currently, she is not taking hydrocodone. The patient is going to be starting chemotherapy as early as couple of weeks. The patient has had borderline diabetes in the past, but it seems like her diabetes may be getting worse. So, the patient needs A1c, CBC, CMP and we will see her in the office in a month.
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
