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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

INDICATIONS: Hematochezia.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (MAC). A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the distal sigmoid about 30 cm from the anal verge. Careful examination was made of the sigmoid and the extent reached. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. In the examined portion from the rectum to the sigmoid, the bowel preparation was adequate. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.

FINDINGS: External hemorrhoids and stool beyond 30 cm of the sigmoid. The examined portion of the sigmoid was normal without any additional findings.
IMPRESSION: External hemorrhoids that were small and non-bleeding.
RECOMMENDATIONS: Recommend a full colonoscopy and follow up in the office in two to three weeks’ time.
