Records are obtained from UT Southwest Hematologic Clinic and records were reviewed. The patient had thorough workup, which included HIV screen, hepatitis panel, flow cytometry of the peripheral blood, and ultrasound of the abdomen. All these were done in May 2020. Ultrasound was negative other than the benign cyst in the right lobe of the liver. HIV screen and hepatitis panel were negative. Her flow cytometry was nondiagnostic. Incidentally, she had a CBC on July 28th, which showed WBC count of 4.8, hemoglobin 10.7, hematocrit was 345, and differential was essentially unremarkable.

So looking at previous records including hematology workup and looking at the fact that her WBC count was normal in July 2023 it appears that her neutropenia is benign, which is not uncommon and it is most likely benign cyclic neutropenia so in light of all this findings patient should respond well to infection or any similar stress since her bone marrow appears to be adequate. I clear her for the planned surgery. Although, her hemoglobin is slightly low. She is advised to take iron supplement.
