HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old gentleman with red and itchy eyes. The patient stated this has been going on for several months. He said he was seen by another provider who prescribed him TobraDex and said he is having no improvement with TobraDex. Denies trauma. Denies discharge. Denies blurred vision or double vision.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: TobraDex.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies painful joints. He reports dry eyes.

He denies problem with urination.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 120/78.

Pulse 68.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

HEENT: Eyes: Mildly injected right conjunctiva. Eyes are PERL. EOM full range of motion. Orbits: No orbital edema, erythema, or tenderness to palpation. Funduscopic Exam: Red reflex is normal. No AV nicking. No cotton-wool spots. Visual Acuity: Reveals left eye 20/20, right eye 20/25, and both eyes 20/20.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. No distention. No visible peristalsis.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Conjunctivitis.

2. Dry eyes.

PLAN: He was sent home with the following medication: Dexamethasone ophthalmic drops one drop t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. I considered several differentials in this patient as this condition has been going on for a while. Conjunctivitis, viral syndrome, stye, bacterial conjunctivitis, hordeolum, uveitis, periorbital cellulitis, and glaucoma. The patient was given a consult to see an ophthalmologist to have a more detailed exam.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
