Child was also tested and his tests were negative for strep and COVID.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute cough.

2. Acute rhinitis.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following prescription:
1. Bromfed DM 2/10/30/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Singulair 4 mg chewable one p.o. daily for 30 days, #30.
Mother was advised by telephone to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if the child gets worse.
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
