HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in. Apparently, yesterday, he had an episode where his stomach was hurting. He felt like he was going to vomit; however, that never took place. He just wanted to be cuddled by mother. After about an hour, those symptoms seemed to pass. There have not been any fevers. No diarrhea. He is maintaining his normal urination and bowel habit as well. He seems to be playing well. Mother wanted to bring him in today for us to get a second opinion on how he is doing.
Yesterday, when he started with the stomachache, the only thing it seemed to help him was lying quietly and next to his mother.

Last night, he started to maintain his normal eating habit. He has not eaten anything today, but he has absolutely no complaint today. He is feeling well at this point.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/58. Pulse 67. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.2. Oxygenating well at 96%. Current weight 83 pounds.

HEENT: Unremarkable. Oropharyngeal area and tympanic membranes are all within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Stomach virus transient in nature. He is doing well now. No medications are needed. Mother is going to enter into a period of watchful waiting and she will return to clinic or call if these symptoms return.
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
