CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Campbell is a 64-year-old gentleman who was seen on 08/05/2023 with abdominal pain. The patient’s previous blood work showed that he had a white count of 11,000 back on 07/22/2023. His PSA was elevated. He has an appointment with a specialist coming up later on this month.

Back on 07/15/2023 though he had a white count of 19,000. He has not had a CT scan. His abdominal ultrasound has been negative. His PSA was elevated of course as we know and he was referred to the specialist, but has not seen the specialist. On Saturday, 08/05/2023, he did receive a prescription for Flagyl and Levaquin which he has not filled. His pain is better, but nevertheless given his white count and findings, he has been evaluated and he has been sent back to the emergency room for further evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. He has never been hospitalized. He had a kidney stone in 2011.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgery. 
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He is afebrile today. He weighs 215 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 118. Blood pressure 121/79.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Slight tenderness right upper quadrant, but improved.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right upper quadrant abdominal pain.

2. Needs a CT scan.

3. White count of 19,000.
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4. GO TO ER RIGHT NOW.
5. Tachycardic.

6. History of increased white count in the past.
7. He definitely has a left shift.

8. I suspect he has an infection and needs to be evaluated.

9. Even though he is feeling better, I have explained to him that he needs to go to the emergency room now and he agrees.

10. Increased PSA.

11. He has an appointment with a urologist coming up.
