The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Case was discussed with Sheri and with her mother. She has been doing very well. She described she has not been depressed or suicidal. She is taking all her medications and still her social life is limited, but she is seeing her therapist. She used to go out with her mother and taking all her medication. She is due for hysterectomy due to the fibrosis of the uterus and that is due for 08/24/23. The patient was reassured and encouraged that she should continue take medication and it will be fine. She should also report to her primary care doctor and also the surgeon that she is on medication to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. She denies any side effect of the medication. She is living with her mother and mother reported that she is doing fine and she needs more medication.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, history of posttraumatic stress disorder, and problem of social anxiety disorder and poor social skills.

PLAN: Continue Haldol 10 mg b.i.d, seroquel 100 mg at bedtime, gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Zoloft 50 mg in the morning, Depakote 250 mg twice a day, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d p.r.n. for dystonia, Ativan 0.5 mg p.r.n. for anxiety 30 tablet is given. Followup appointment was given in 30 days. The patient has no history of alcohol or substance abuse. Prognosis is guarded.
