The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he is doing all right. He has been calling forensic center almost every day to find out when he is going to get an appointment for psychological evaluation. I further discussed that if he has an attorney he should not be worried about. He should work through the attorney and they are going to call when there is need. He described that otherwise he is doing all right. He is having good communication with his family. Denies any depression, sadness, or any anxiety. He claims that he has been religiously taking his medication that is olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime and Prolixin 5 mg b.i.d. He denied any side effect of the medication. Denies any tremor, dystonia, dyskinesia, or any acathisia. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. David has been undergoing stress as he was encountered by the police and was subjected to the court although the court has recommended psychological evaluation through the forensic center. The patient has been working with his attorney for the same. I further explained that he should continue taking the medication and I am going to send his prescription.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid.

PLAN: Continue olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime, Prolixin 5 mg twice a day, a 30-day supply was ordered.
