The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Rosemary described that she has been having lot of difficulty due to neuropathy. It has been diagnosed long time ago, but she was doing okay, but sometimes it can exacerbate and causing lot of problems. She denies any history of diabetes or compression or any use of any alcohol or drugs. She was seen by neurologist in the past, but has been working on it. I further discussed that she should consult with the internist Dr. Kako or may be neurologist and keep taking whatever she is taking. I also explained that probably Depakote and Zoloft, which she is taking as a mood stabilizer and also for depression also had some role to control her neuropathy to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Her judgment and insight has been better. The patient has not made any behavior or dangerous to self-harm or others. She gets prescription from Dr. Kako and has been seeing me for therapy and also for the continuos care.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptoms of neuropathy in both legs.

PLAN: She is to continue on Depakote 750 mg at bedtime and Zoloft 50 mg daily. The patient will be given appointment in 30 days.
