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1. SS, 28-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Workup consistent swab test, CBC, and chest x-ray negative. Treated with azithromycin and Zofran. Left message for the patient to call back.

2. JW, 33-year-old with left toe pain consistent with perionychia. Did not require drainage, was placed on Augmentin, doing better already. Appreciated the doctor very much.

3. MM, 54-year-old with right hand finger injury. No fracture noted. Send home with the sprain, was happy with the care received. 
4. CM, 29-year-old male with chronic back pain after a gunshot wound in 2022. Treated with Toradol in the ER. No prescriptions given. Left message for the patient to call me back, have not heard from the patient. 

5. RB, 36-year-old with pain in the fifth toe right side. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with sprain. She had a low-grade temperature, but her temperature is gone and she liked the doctor very much. 
6. TJ, is a 38-year-old woman diagnosed with COVID-19 with flu-like symptoms. Treated with Zofran, Tylenol and Phenergan DM. They did discuss medication. The doctor told the patient that you are young and you should do just fine. The patient is regretting the fact that she did not take any medication because she is not getting any better and she is still feeling sick. She is going to go to her primary care to get medication for her COVID because she has not improved much. In the future, you may consider giving the patient a prescription for Paxlovid if there are no contraindications for them to take later if they are not improving since Paxlovid can be given up to five days after diagnosis.

7. AC, 69-year-old with chest wall cellulitis. Treated with clindamycin. No I&D needed. “I love the doctor.”

8. AG, 35-year-old stung with a bee, treated with Benadryl and Solu-Medrol. They left AMA only because the kids are at home and they had to attend to them. The patient states that she is doing fine and appreciated the doctor very much.
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9. LR, 68-year-old with fever, body ache, and cough, diagnosed with COVID. Treated with Phenergan and azithromycin. Doing better today, was very happy with the care received.

10. SM, 18-month-old baby with diarrhea and diaper rash. Treated supportively. Doing better. Father was very happy with  the care received by the doctor.

11. IM, 47-year-old with fever, fatigue, headache, cough and shortness of breath for four days. The patient diagnosed with bronchospasm. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Tessalon Perles. The patient was happy with the care. No antibiotic given. 
12. MB, 45-year-old woman with diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, comes in with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with COVID, treated with Tylenol No. 3 and azithromycin. Left message for the patient to call me back. 
13. KD, 22-year-old with lower abdominal pain. Urinalysis and UPT negative. Still in pain. The patient states that the pain is in the low back and lower abdomen. She is thinking about going back to the emergency room. No CBC, PT, or other workup was done and she is still in pain. I encouraged her to do so.

14. BH, 31-year-old with fever, cough, and sore throat. Vitals stable. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. In the ER given Xopenex, Atrovent, Rocephin and sent home with azithromycin and Decadron. The patient was very happy with the care received.
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
