Dear Mrs. Klumpp:

This is a followup for Mr. Gibson with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit February.  Obesity, uses a cane, oxygen 2L, usually at night and during daytime when he is comfortable seating without moving does not use it.  No hospital visits.  Doing diet with some few pounds weight loss.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Diabetes appears to be well controlled 5.86.  No claudication symptoms, ulcers, edema, chest pain or increase of dyspnea and uses CPAP machine at night.  Minimal dry cough.  No pruritus rash.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight diabetes cholesterol management Farxiga, takes no blood pressure medicine, no antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 230, blood pressure 126/64.  Overweight.  Presently on oxygen.  Lungs distant clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No gross edema.  Uses a cane.  No gross focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries from July, creatinine 1.6 stable, present GFR 47.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, glucose, calcium, albumin, and liver function tests.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III presently stable, not symptomatic.  No uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Stable obesity, has not required blood pressure treatment.  Continue diabetes cholesterol management, tolerating Farxiga without infection.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  There is no anemia.  Phosphorus was not done should be part of the lab profile.  Other ones are stable.  Come back in eight months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
