Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. McKnight comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. He states that he is wearing glasses since a very young age and has gotten to the point that the glasses did not provide sufficient vision for his functioning. He has history a working in manufacturing and states that he stopped working approximately three years ago. He states that he had difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment and as a result he suffered from multiple injuries. He does not have a history of eye trauma nor surgery. He does not use eye drops. He states that he had attempted to wear contact lenses approximately 10 years ago, but he was unable to tolerate them.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and 20/80 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –17.75 +0.50 x 028 on the right and –11.50 +1.75 x 10 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/50 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balances are orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 14 on the right and 15 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows moderate cortical opacification to each lens. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disk ratio of 0.85 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. There is some peripheral lattice. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field test utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 99 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 132 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Cataracts.

2. Myopia.

Mr. McKnight has clinical findings that are consistent with the near acuity. There is a disconnect between his distance vision and his near vision. The visual fields are full. Based upon these findings, he should be able to read moderate size print and avoid hazards in his environment. However, he has difficulties with small print and distinguishing between small objects. His prognosis is guarded.
