HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 52-year-old gentleman who comes in today for followup of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, DJD, left knee surgery status post knee replacement, and he had slight swelling before back in July and he wants to make sure there is no blood clot.
He also has to have his ultrasound rechecked because of a small thyroid cyst that was seen a year ago, also mild carotid stenosis, BPH, RVH, LVH related to his hypertension and the swelling in his knees that I mentioned. 

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left knee replacement. Two knee surgeries on the left side and left knee replacement and ACL repair.
MEDICATIONS: Opposite page.
ALLERGIES: Opposite page.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does drink beer. He is a probation office in the Juvenile Department of the State of Texas. He is married 14 years. He does not have any children, but he comes from a big family. He has a lot of nieces and nephews that can relate to him and he helps him with their life issues.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes in father, but he died of a car accident with massive intracranial bleed. Mother died of congestive heart failure.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 261 pounds, he has lost a few pounds since his surgery. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 105/68.

HEENT: TMs are clear bilaterally. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
Left knee slight swelling.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension, well controlled.
2. Left knee swelling.
3. Right arm pain.

4. No sign of DVT.

5. RVH as before.

6. Not interested in the workup for sleep apnea. He really has no other symptoms of sleep apnea.
7. LVH mild.

8. Blood pressure is slightly low. He is going to check his blood pressure for me and let me know what his numbers are doing at home.
9. Left thyroid cyst 3 cm, no change.
10. Check blood work.

11. He also gets testosterone for his urologist then he will take a copy of his blood work which includes PSA, testosterone level total, and estradiol which was requested by the urologist to his urologist for testosterone replacement.

12. Above was discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
